Even in what has been characterized as a “perfect economic 
storm,” studies indicate that U. S. citizens will continue to support 
those nonprofit organizations whose missions they value.

According to the Giving USA Foundation, charitable giving 
has declined only minimally during hard economic times.  In a 
report released in September examining the trends over the past 
40 years, the foundation found that total giving dropped by an 
average rate of 1 percent, and individual giving declined by 1.5 
percent, adjusted for inflation, during recessions since 1967.

With factories closing and other companies laying off workers, 
the need for job preparation, training and retraining is great.  
Each year, caring individuals, foundations and corporations 
invest in Goodwill’s mission of helping people improve their 
education, skills, employability and economic self-sufficiency.

How can you contribute to Goodwill? Here are some strategies 
to consider:

Make your annual contribution more manageable and •	
possibly larger by breaking it into monthly or quarterly 
pledge payments. We can send reminders and stamped 
business reply envelopes, deduct it from your checking 
account or charge a credit card;
Transfer stock or a paid-up life insurance policy to the •	
Goodwill Industries Foundation;
If you are retired and 70 ½ years of age, directly transfer up to •	
$100,000 from an IRA to the Goodwill Industries Foundation;
Contribute an automobile that you no longer need, and enjoy a •	
tax credit for the amount for which Goodwill sells the vehicle;
Donate additional gently used clothing and goods to a •	
Goodwill retail store;
Set up a charitable gift annuity and enjoy tax benefits, as •	
well as guaranteed lifetime income;
Consult with your advisors and the Goodwill Industries Foun-•	
dation about contributing artwork, real estate or other assets.

Goodwill opens three new retail stores 
Johnson County 

residents welcomed 
a new store with the 
opening of the Franklin 
Goodwill Store. The 
new store, 1530 N. 
Morton St., on the site 
of the former Golden 
Corral restaurant, 
boasts 13,000 square 
feet, three checkout 
lanes, a donation drive-thru center and 18 employees.

The Shelbyville Goodwill Store has relocated to 570 Saraina 
Road. Shoppers can enjoy the convenience of more merchandise 
with the new 12,375 square foot store, which has three checkout 
lanes and a drive-thru donation center. 

The grand opening of the new 12,600-square-foot Lebanon 
Goodwill Store, 2480 N. Lebanon St., will be on Feb. 10. Twenty 
people will be employed at the store, which will have three 
checkout lanes and a donation drive-thru donation center. 

“We are excited about the growth we are experiencing in 
our retail division,” said Kent Kramer, vice president of retail 
operations. “We are confident that our new stores will do well 
in the Franklin and Lebanon markets. In addition, during 
this growth period, we incorporated a relocation strategy for 
stores like Shelbyville in our effort to continuously improve our 
Goodwill shopping experience.”
